Attend State Alternative Dispute Resolution Conference

The conference will welcome Jamil Mahuad, former President of Ecuador and co-founder and senior adviser of the International Negotiation Program at Harvard Law School, as keynote speaker.  President Mahuad currently researches and teaches negotiation, leadership, and the challenges facing struggling democracies and businesses in the age of globalization.  His long-term collaboration with Professors Roger Fisher and Daniel Shapiro in the theory and practice of successful negotiations is reflected in his contributed chapter to the book Beyond Reason: Using Emotions as You Negotiate, a chapter that illustrates the practical application of negotiation to resolving international disputes.
Conference presentations will cover practices in workplace, family, civil/commercial, restorative justice, community, and elder settings.  There will be a track for advanced skill practitioners and sessions that focus on the use of ADR in conjunction with the courts.
